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The panel thank the architects for presenting their proposal for this new pedestrian and cycle 
bridge connecting the two banks of the Clyde between the Broomielaw and Tradeston 
 
However the panel do have concerns about the proposal. Consequently the panel wish to make 
the following comments: 
 
The bridge was described as a light elegant structure by the presenter. The images presented 
belied this description, and the panel were very dissatisfied that the presenter disowned his own 
images in defence of his assertion. This if anything would confirm the view that this is a heavy & 
clumsy design, not considered appropriate for the site. 
  
When questioned, the representatives of the City Council stated that this design was chosen as a 
result of competitive tender & was the cheapest. They were not able to supply any information 
about the selection process, nor were they able to offer comment on whether the other designs 
would be available for review. 
  
Whilst appreciating the need for economy, the panel do not feel that selecting the cheapest 
option whatever the quality, as appears to have been the case here, was an appropriate means 
of selecting a design. 
  



In summary, this design is not of sufficient quality for the site, and the panel would recommend 
that the other tenders are reviewed again to see if there is an appropriate design at an affordable 
price. 
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
